Registration Guidelines and Checklist
The international student by submitting this application agrees to the Valley Christian School Mission statement and the desire to receive a quality education from a Christian perspective. The student will use American English for speaking, reading, and writing well enough to be successful in the regular classroom. Provision must be made to communicate between Valley Christian School and the host family or guardian in English. The parents must give power of attorney to the guardian.
Step 1 –
Make Application and Prepare Documentation

Step 2 – Valley Christian School Visit

The Valley Christian School visit is the time for the student and parents/guardians to meet with the school principal and see the campus. The student will be tested to determine communication proficiency in speaking, reading, and writing English. The student’s mathematical skills will also be tested.
(
Arrange for personal interviews at Valley Christian School after all forms and photocopies listed in Step 1 are received by Valley Christian School.

(
Arrange with a language interpreter (if needed) to be present at the interviews. Interviews are conducted in English. Valley Christian School does not offer English as a Second Language classes.
If the student’s English proficiency and mathematics test results and the interview are acceptable, the applicant will be admitted to Valley Christian School. When the student is admitted the following forms are completed.

Valley Christian School Emergency Information Card.
(
Immigration and Naturalization Service Form USCIS I-20 A-B/ID (Certificate of Eligibility for Nonimmigrant (F-1) Student Status – for Academic and Language Students). The student will take the completed I-20 Form with them from the Valley Christian School visit.
Step 3 – Completion of Governmental Documentation and Pay Complete Tuition and International Fee.

The Immigration and Naturalization Service form I-20 A-B/ID (Certificate of Eligibility for Nonimmigrant (F-1) Student Status – for Academic and Language Students) is the student’s proof that they are allowed to study in the United States as an F-1 student. The student takes the I-20 A-B/ID to a United States consulate to obtain a student visa.

· When the student arrives in the United States, he/she should receive a Form I-94 (Arrival-Departure Record) that will include his/her admission number to the United States. An Immigration Inspector will write this admission number on the USCIS Form I-20 A-B/ID. The Immigration Inspector will then send pages one and two of this form, known as I-20 A-B, to Valley Christian School as a record of the student’s legal admission to the United States. The student is expected to keep pages three and four, known as the I-20 ID. The I-20 ID document is the student’s proof that he/she is allowed to study in the United States as an F-1 student. The Form I-94 is to be kept safe by the student since it is the student’s legal proof that he/she entered the United States legally.
(
Within the first 15 days of entering the United States, the student must present to Valley Christian School his/her passport, the valid F-1 entry visa stamped in the passport (if necessary), and the USCIS Form I-94. Valley Christian School will make photocopies of the documents and update USCIS records.
(
Pay the remainder of tuition and the International Student Fee before the first day of class.
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
