The focus is on skills in Reading, Language Arts, and/or Math. Students entering grades 4-8 work on skill mastery in one or more subjects depending upon their individualized needs. These classes are a great place to master necessary skills and get a good foundation to start the coming school year. Students may enroll for 
2-week or 3-week sessions in July.
